IETM Glasgow 2010
CALL for Artistic Programme Proposals
A plenary meeting of the International Network for Contemporary Performing Arts

(IETM) will take place in Glasgow from the 4-7 November 2010. IETM is the most significant membership organisation for contemporary theatre, dance and performance in Europe and holds two plenary meetings each year. (www.ietm.org) IETM plenary meetings are industry events aimed at promoters, producers and artists working across contemporary performance practice in Europe and beyond. The main focus of an IETM plenary meeting is to create a stimulating environment for the membership to meet, network and engage in critical dialogue. During the period of the meeting, the local host mounts a performance programme for the visiting delegates and open to the public.

A steering group is taking forward the plans for IETM Glasgow and Steve Slater has been appointed to produce the Glasgow 2010 event. We are now opening the call for proposals from companies and artists to be part of the performance programme.

The Artistic Programme:

2010 marks the twentieth anniversary of Glasgow’s year as European City of Culture. 1990 is now widely recognised as being a significant event in the repositioning and regeneration of the city, and was critical in positioning Glasgow’s artistic identity on an international platform.  Hosting an IETM meeting in Glasgow in 2010, will be an opportunity to mark this anniversary and celebrate the artistic vibrancy of that city and of Scotland. It will feed the curiosity of the artists who make their work here by encouraging and creating new links. It will generate conversations between artists and producers from different parts of Europe and beyond which will spark ideas and possibilities of exchange and collaboration. 

Our hope is to create a performance programme as part of IETM Glasgow which will resonate with the vibrant cultural sector of the city. It will develop interconnectivity through the programme of seminars, discussions and performances, enabling members to find pathways of exploration through dialogue and performance. The programme will reflect the breadth of performance work which is being created not only by Scotland’s theatre makers, but also igniting the imagination of musicians, artists and creative practitioners from different disciplines. The venue/ producer partners will be central to the artistic programme, however, it will not be contained to the existing venues. Discovering and inhabiting found spaces has been an influential characteristic of Glasgow’s artistic DNA and we wish this spirit to inform the programming approach.
Submitting a proposal:
The IETM Glasgow Producer and steering group will be responsible for the developing the artistic programme. Companies and artists interested in being considered for this should submit proposals giving details of the production, the artistic team, potential venue and/ or technical requirements and costs involved in presenting the work (this can include re-staging costs). Performances can be revivals or new work although performance costs will only be covered, there will be no commissioning funding available through IETM Glasgow.  

The steering group aim to select a programme which:

· Embraces dance, theatre and inter-disciplinary performance.

· Is appropriate for an international audience.
· Will inspire, challenge and innovate both audience and sector, creating a staging post of ambitious new work for the future.
